FRANSTED CHECK-IN NOTES

* Roads are one direction only (dump station use and
park entrance road being the only exceptions).
Please follow signs.

* Dump Station can be reached by staying left at the Y in
the road as you come out of the group area at Site H6.

 Trash/Recycle dumpsters are at the front of the ac-
tivity field. It is the only place you may throw away
trash. The dumpsters are locked with heavy carabi-
neer clips to keep bears out. Please re-lock clips

ACTIVITIES

* Bikes - we are bike friendly at Fransted with a couple
of safety guidelines. We ask that you stay on the
roads and no riding in sites whether they are
occupied or not. Please no speeding and or skidding,
these are dangerous activities and also cause Fran-

» Bears ... Please do not leave unattended trash,
coolers, or food out at your site at any time (day
or night). All food/coolers must be kept in your car.
Trash kept in your car or in the trash dumpsters.
Food/coolers/trash left out unattended at your
site may be removed by Fransted without notice.

FRANSTED FAMILY CAMPGROUND POLICIES

» Check-out is by 11:00 AM on day of departure.

* Reservation is based on 2 adults and (2 max) children
(under 18 years), 1 vehicle and 1 RV unit per site.

* Your reservation is based on the configuration you
provide at time of booking and is noted in your con-
firmation. Adding additional campers upon arrival or
during stay will incur fees.

* No tents are allowed on full hook-up sites or in full
hook-up area.

* RV’s on full-hookup sites can use either RV awning
or EZ-up canopy, not both. Please keep RV rugs on
stones to protect the site grass.

» We strictly enforce quiet hours from 10:00 PM to
7:00 AM. Conversations must be kept to a single site
level during quiet hours. All outdoor RV lights/all site
decorative lights must be turned off at 10:00 PM. Fran-
sted is a quiet, family campground that has zero
tolerance for rowdy behavior, drunkenness, use of
illegal drugs, or disorderly conduct at any time. Any
actions that may be disturbing to other guests or
impact their ability to enjoy their stay will be addressed.

* Only certified bug-free packaged wood from NH is
allowed to be brought into the campground (no
exceptions) or you may purchase our heat-treated
wood .75 cul/ft bundles at the office. No burning of
construction material or collected wood is allowed
whatsoever! Cutting, destroying, or removing any
structure, tree, bush or wild animal is strictly
prohibited, and will result in your immediate
departure without refund, along with a fee of $250.

« Campfires are only allowed in designated firepits, which
may not be moved for any reason. Fires should be

attended, kept reasonable and under control at all
times. Flammable accelerants should never be used
with a campfire. Fires must be completely extinguished
before leaving the site and or retiring for the night.

« All fires must be out by midnight.

* Pets must be short leashed at all times and cleaned
up after. Due to past guest impact and site damage,
tethers are not permitted. Certain aggressive breeds
or mixed breeds are not allowed. Visitors are not
allowed to bring pets. Displays of aggression by any
dog will necessitate removal of pet from campground.

* Extra vehicles and utility trailers are not permitted at your
site and must be parked in overflow parking at all times.

* Motorcycles are not allowed in the campground. They
must be parked in outside parking area. No exceptions.

* Outdoor TV’s/theater and Star shower Laser Lights are
not permitted to preserve a natural environment for all.

* There is no dumping/littering at the campground.
Cutting, destroying, or removing any structure, natu-
ral feature or wild animal is prohibited.

* Smoking is not allowed in any campground buildings
and/or around propane tanks.

» Portable latrines/showers of any kind are not per-
mitted on sites.

* Firearms and/or Fireworks are NOT permitted on
campground property or private land associated
with campground.

* Drones, Electronic Flying Devices, Hoverboards are
not permitted at Fransted or the 45 acres of private
land associated with the campground.

» Campers are financially responsible for any damage
caused due to their negligent behavior.

Violation of these rules could mean early or immediate departure without refund.
